Thank you for responding to my concern regarding your KIA commercial in question. 
 
Unfortunately, your response falls far short of what is required - removal of the commercial entirely and an apology to women in law enforcement.  Simply moving the advertisement to a time period after 9:00 PM does nothing to address your shameful portrayal of women police officers.
 
It seems impossible to understand how your company could be be so insensitive and disrespectful to women - particularly those in uniform.  Given the published data available on sexual harassment cases, involving women in policing over the past 90-plus years, your sense of humour is sadly misdirected.  One would assume that your advertising manager would have researched the topic prior to proceeding with such an advertisement - although it is apparent this was not done.
 
Clearly, you believe that your commercial does have some bearing on society or you would not have moved the advertisement to a restricted time slot.
 
I stand by my demand that you remove the offending KIA commercial immediately and issue an apology to women in law enforcement.
